Bidet seat battery installation and replacement

Tips:

* It is recommended to ask professional personnel to
operate!

* When the product does not perform the flushing
function after short or long pressing of the knob
and the night light blinks for 10 consecutive times,
it indicates that the flushing battery is about to run
out of power and a new battery needs to be updated.

* Please use 9V alkaline battery (6LR61). It is
recommended to replace the battery every two years.

* Please refer to page 22 for detailed instructions on
battery installation and use.

1. Pull out the power plug and turn off the angle valve;
2. Fully open the seat and cover, remove decorative caps,
screws and washers.

3. Pull up the bidet seat slightly with both hands in the
vertical direction, so that the back end is separated
from the ceramic positioning rod. (It is normal to have
a "click" sound during the pulling process.)

4. Pull out the connecting wire, loosen the silicone tube
connected with ceramic foam shield on the cover plate,
screw into the water hose, and take out the electronic
cover plate;

5. With the front of the electronic cover plate upwards,
unscrew the nut of the foam shield liquid storage
bottle, collect the foam agent in the liquid storage
bottle with the container (capacity greater than 600ml),
and lock the liquid storage bottle with the nut when
there is no foam agent in the liquid storage bottle.
(Add this operation if there is no sealing plug at the
filling port)
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. Place the bidet seat flat on the workbench with the
bottom facing up. (Please use a blanket or other soft
material to cushion the bidet seat to avoid scratching.)

. Remove the battery box cover from the bottom to
install or replace the battery.

. Plug the cover plate of the replaced battery into the
connecting cable, install the foam shield silicone tube,
tighten the water inlet pipe, and then put it back on the
toilet. Then add the foam agent in the container to the
electronic cover plate through the liquid pumping box
(If there is step 5, then the filling step needs to be
performed). Last open the Angle valve and power
on again. (Note: The blue silicone tube is connected to
the thinner interface, and the transparent silicone tube
is connected to the thicker interface.)
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When the product is left unused for long time
* Especially in winter when no one at home for a
long time, please drain out the water inside ceramic
and pipe to prevent freezing.

To discharge water

1. Cut off the electricity .

2. Drain out the water inside tank
Turn off angle valve, flush all water inside by
pressing and holding manual flush button.

3. Drain out the water inside pipe
Unscrew the hose connector off angle valve, drain
the water in the pipe and reinstall.

4. Handle the remaining water in bowl
It is suggested to put some antifreeze into water
inside the bowl.

Tips: When you use this device again please do
reconnect to water and power supply.
